The theme of the issue, “Liturgical Objects, Texts, and Rite”,
focuses on sacred vessels used in Christian liturgical prac-
tices, rites, and customs. Works of ecclesiastical applied art
play a pivotal role in shaping Christian culture and art. Not
only do they reflect the artistic context, but they also mate-
rialise the liturgical life and expressions of personal piety of
the faithful at the time of their creation.

Most of the studies in this issue of the “Art Studies Quarter-
ly” are the result of work by a team of scholars at the spe-
cial session “Objects Materialising the Texts: Liturgical Ob-
jects in the Eastern Orthodox World and their Role in Visual
Understanding of the Rite” (moderators: Vuk Dautovi¢, PhD,
Faculty of Philosophy at the University of Belgrade, and
Darina Boykina, PhD, Institute of Art Studies at the Bulgari-
an Academy of Sciences), held in Sofia in 2024 during the
Annual Conference of the European Association for Biblical
Studies. Papers by Darina Boykina, Nona Petkova, Slobodan
Jakovljevi¢, and Jakov Pordevi¢ examine in detail a variety
of issues related to the context and artistic features of litur-
gical textiles and metal liturgical objects and utensils, dating
from the medieval and early modern periods. The authors
offer new interpretations of well-known works of Orthodox
art, focusing on the interrelations between liturgical texts
and the iconographic themes and motifs used to decorate
them. Lyuben Domozetski’s study contributes to the issue’s
theme by presenting his perspective on the meaning and
significance of the frescoes in the altar of the Church of the
Virgin Eleousa in Veljusa.
